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The skill of gold/silver leaf stamping has added brilliance to

the obi of the Nishijin textile, Buddhist utensils, and tea-things
since ancient times. This is a room with the gold/silver leaf
stamping skills developed in Kyoto and the hyogu-shi
(craftsman who pasted cloth or paper on a frame) skills,

who makes traditional hanging scrolls and folding screens.
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Yakihaku —Tarnished silver leaf— art panel

“Yakihaku” is a unique method in which
pure silver leaf is exposed to sulfur,
creating a chemical reaction that alters
the color of the silver.

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We also paid particular attention to
select items such as cups and saucers
made by Kyoto “Soryugama” and the
blown glass cups made by “Sota
Azuchi”. Surrounded with the
handcrafts, please enjoy the relaxing
time passing by slowly.
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Yakihaku —Tarnished silver leaf — folding screen
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With the skill of hyogu-shi, we challenged the new way of the
folding screen that fits also in modern westernstyle rooms,
by using the same technique as the art panel.

Lacquer is used for pasting and

decorating things. The slight amount of
sap that comes out gradually by
scratching a lacquer tree is what
lacquer is. The lacquer that can be
obtained from one tree is about 200ml,

which is less than a cup.
